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And then he was immediately almost given a position in a Christian organization in¢
which his particudar talents and training could be used and in which he was given
great responsibility and had complete personal control over the handling of large

sums of money. And then a few years later, I began to hear people who were associated

report things, and he was liviﬁg beyond his income aﬁd he was iaking perhaps .as much
more in little ways like that as he M£# what he was being paid, and my feeling was
that he was not ready to face those temptations, He should not have been put in a
position where he would have been subgect bo these temptations. Izdﬁn't know whether
he had given in to them or not. I don't know whether there ever was ; full investigation
made.

It made stealing impossible
but I think it was going too far in the attempt to handle this. But I think we should
be aware of the fact that the Christian is going to have temptations of many kinds, and
we are all weak and igéf/ fallible and there is sin in the heart of every one of us, and
we should try to protect our fellow Christians from beiné subjected to temptations that

they are not ready to bear and we should ourselves avoid geﬁting into positions which
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
