What they said was, "It sha%l be
that what goodness the Lord shall do to us, the same will we do unto thee." Now
there's the (?) . It may be erroneous. But my feeling, on the basis
of the evidence is that this is true about Hobab. Now, No. 3 1is the problem xhmmxx
of the naméing and the relationships.
