IV. Naturalistic Explanations of the Pro

phetic Movement. In recent years many books

have been written from a viewpoint that is quite

contrary to the picture of the prophets that the

Bible gives. These books attempt to explain the

whole prophetic movement on a strictly

naturalistic basis.

The writing of books of this type is the

result of the adoption of certain presupposi

tions. The Bible clearly teaches that there is

a great God who created the world and who con

trols all things, and that this God has comuiuni

cated with sinful men. When there were compara

tively few men on earth He communicated directly

to them. Then when the number of men had
