This is a grt. stress, a grt., smphasis in the book of Hoges the
dearth of knowledge and what it preduces, "My peeple have rejected kmewledge and there-
fere sre destroyed.® The Divine Knowledge - the faoct that Ood slways news 211 shsut
us and the Deepening Knewledge which is se impertant for our development in Christian
1life.

The NT has twe words thet sre often
translated “"know." Thev are the werds WINOSKO and OIDA. Wow WINOSKOD is s present tense,
And OTDA. although often translated. I imow. is a2etually a perfect tense, This sugrests
a difference batween the two. They would seem te have erigziniated in the Oreel lsngusge
with WINOSKO mesning "roming to knew something. learning something.” "gtepping forward
in realigation™ and OIDA. "having the knewledge of something.® Now seme interpreters go
on from that and say OIDA is inste knewledge and GINOSED i axperimentsl imowledgs.
But I believe that most interpreters would agree thet this i3 an erronseus deduction frem
tt. Tast both of them are used in relation to all sorts of Inowlsdgs andin fact the primary
originsl distinctien that ene is the beginning of kmewledze ard the other iz the having of
it 13 aotuzlly leat pretiy mmch by the time the NT wae written. And seo they are praoticalyy
synonyma by shat time for the ides of -~ whish i3 evpressed in the Meh. by TANAH,
